Building a new lay organization of Catholic Apologists and Professional Web Developers

Speaking for myself, though my colleagues probably agree, since we began this
apostolate 13 years ago, one of the most edifying things about this work is:

. dialoguing with our separated breathren in a constructive manner

. seeing Protestants and other non-Christians interested in joining the Church,
. hearing about fallen away Catholics considering coming home, and

. having the opportunity to assist confused Catholic brethren in the Church.

What has made this possible? Two words: THE WEB. What's more exciting is the future!
Why?

Over the next few years, I'm trying to develop a network of practicing Catholics, loyal to
the Magisterium, who are also Web Development and Design professionals. The goal is
to develop Catholic apologetics web sites across America run by lay Catholic apologists
that could do work similar to the work we do. Ideally, each group should have a diocesan
or religious priest within their diocese who could assist the group with priest-oriented
questions.

The reason | would recommend a lay organization approach is solely to protect the
Church from "nut-cases" who hate the Church...plus it's within our obligations according
to canon law. See my About Us page:

From my view this would require several things:

. a close-knit, prayerful group of Catholics loyal to the Holy Father and Church's
Magisterium

o with an ability to work together as a team

o who can take constructive criticism and correction, if needed, from their
colleagues

o who have a solid knowledge of the Church's teachings

o who can answer questions about what the Church teaches in a mature,
charitable manner and

o who have at least one person who knows how to develop and maintain
"knowledgebase-type" web sites.

Hopefully, visitors see these attributes in our team.

If any cardinal or bishop of a diocese was interested in this approach, he could develop a
training program for, what | call, CICA's "Catholic Internet Catechist and Apologists".

. the Church Glorious: the saints in Heaven.

Although the souls in Purgatory have been saved and are destined for Heaven, they still
have self-love from this earthy life that must be purified to satisfy God's justice.

Some have made it a private devotion, others, after using it as a private devotion, have
brought the program to their parish priest as a possible weekly prayer program within the
parish.
